The National Teen Book Club is an after school programme held online via Microsoft Teams over the course of four weeks. 

The next National Teen Book Club is taking place during 2022/2023 with sessions on Wednesdays at 3.30-4.30pm on:

• 28th September - 19th October 2022

• 9th November - 30th November 2022

• 18th January - 18th February 2023

• 8th March - 29th March 2023

• 3rd May - 24th May 2023

• 14th June - 5th July 2023

Participants will read the same book at the same pace, attend four weekly sessions online to take part in book 

discussions and produce a creative writing or art piece to enter our competitions. During our live Q&As, they’ll  

gain insights and advice from people working in industry e.g. authors, illustrators, publishers, and literary agents,  

as well as other speakers from varied career backgrounds with a passion for reading or links to the book.  

The final week Q&A session will be with the author of the book we are reading! 

This is an exciting opportunity that will build English reading and writing skills, support discussion of PSHE  

topics, and give insights into careers in the creative arts, whilst building skills and experience for CVs  

and college/university applications.
